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Dorofeev D. V. The genesis of U.S. foreign policy in the discourse of the professional community:
The problematics of the topic at the annual meetings of the American Historical Association (mid-
1880s — late 1930s)

The relevance of the study stems from the growing scholarly interest in the intellectual history and the
mechanisms by which professional communities construct and transform scientific knowledge. This article
presents the first specialized analysis of the evolution of the problematics surrounding the genesis of U.S.
foreign policy within the discourse of the American Historical Association (AHA) from the mid-1880s to the
late 1930s. Drawing on the materials of the AHA’s annual meetings, as well as the journals «The American
Historical Review» and «Pacific Historical Review», the study reconstructs the chronology and dynamics of
scholarly interest in the topic, identifies the main stimuli and barriers to its development, analyzes the
contributions of key researchers (E. A. Grosvenor, F. J. Turner, S. F. Bemis, M. H. Savelle, and others), and
demonstrates the shift in interpretations — from the nationalist paradigm to alternative approaches that
emphasize colonial legacies and social factors. The dual institutional role of the AHA is established: it
functioned both as a platform for legitimizing research and as a barrier to the development of this field of
study.
